4. DEfinition of the subject and purpose of the design contest

The design contest relates to project no. CZ.1.05/3.2.00/09.0163 entitled Moravian Science Centre Brno funded by the Operational Programme Research and Development for Innovation (hereunder the „OP RDI").

The objective of the project „Moravian Science centre Brno“ is to inform the general public in an interactive form about scientific findings in a number of, in particular, natural science disciplines and other natural sciences, develop interests and take part in the school and out-of-school education of children and adults, organise and perform methodical and research activities and publish the results in an appropriate way.

The subject of the design contest is the preparation of a design of the interactive exhibition (exposition) for the project „Moravian Science Centre Brno“ in line with Annex No. 1 „Requirements for the exhibition and exhibits“. The design covers graphics as well as texts (see the Annex - Requirements for the Design Preparation). 

The purpose of the contest is to find the best possible design of the interactive exhibition and to enter into a contract with the winning participant in the design contest as part of the subsequent negotiated procedure without publication as per Section 23 (6) of the Act concerning the implementation of the exhibition (exposition) for the project „Moravian Science Centre Brno“.

5. REQUIREMENTS OF THE CONTRACTING AUTHORITY FOR THE QUALIFICATION OF THE CONTEST PARTICIPANTS 
5.1.    The scope of the requirements of the Contracting Authority for the qualification of the contest participants (individually herein below referred to as a „participant“)

This part of the contest terms and conditions specifies in detail the definition and method of satisfying the qualification criteria. To demonstrate the fulfilment of the qualification criteria and to evaluate the qualification, Chapter V, Part II oft he Act shall be applied by analogy.

5.2.    Demonstrating the fulfilment of qualification criteria is understood as 
· satisfying the basic qualification criteria 
· satisfying professional qualification criteria 
· submitting a statutory declaration of the economic and financial eligibility 

· satisfying technical qualification criteria 
5.3.  Demonstrating the fulfilment of qualification criteria -authenticity and age of documents  

To satisfy the qualification criteria, the participant submits copies of documents. 

Documents demonstrating the fulfilment of the basic qualification criteria and the extract from the Business Register shall not be older than 90 calendar days as of the date of the design submission.

5.4.   Other requirements for demonstrating the fulfilment of qualification criteria 
5.4.1.   If the law or the Contracting Authority requires as part of demonstrating the qualification criteria a statutory declaration by the participant on the fulfilment of qualification criteria, such a declaration shall contain the data of the fulfilment of qualification criteria as required by the law and the Contracting Authority and the declaration shall be signed by a person authorised to act on behalf of or for the participant. If a person different from the person authorised to act on behalf of or for the participant acts for the participant, the design must contain an original power of attorney or its authenticated copy.
5.4.2.   Changes in the qualification
If any change in the qualification of the participant occurs before taking a decision on the most eligible design, which would otherwise mean a failure to meet the qualification criteria, the participant shall no later than within 7 business days notify Contracting Authority in writing about this fact. The participant shall submit necessary documents proving the fulfilment of the qualification criteria in a full scope within 10 business days from notifying the Contracting Authority about this fact. At the request of the participant, the Contracting Authority may extend the time-limit or condone the failure to meet the deadline. 

5.4.3.   Time-limit for demonstrating the fulfilment of qualification criteria

In the design contest, the participant shall demonstrate the fulfilment of qualification criteria 
within the time-limit for submitting the application for participation. 

6. basic qualification criteria
6.1.    Demonstrating the fulfilment of basic qualification criteria

a) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(a) of the Act are met by a participant who was not lawfully sentenced for a criminal offence committed in favour of an organised  criminal group, criminal offence of involvement in a criminal conspiracy, legalisation of proceeds from criminal activities, participation, accepting bribes, bribing, indirect bribery, fraud, credit fraud, including cases of preparation, or attempt or involvement in such a criminal offence, or if such a sentence for a criminal offence was annulled; in the case of a legal entity, this criterion shall be fulfilled by the legal entity as well as its statutory body or each member of the statutory body and if the statutory body of the participant or a member of the statutory body of the participant is a legal entity, the statutory body or each member of the statutory body of this legal entity shall meet this criterion; if the tender or application for participation is submitted by a foreign legal entity via its branch office, the criterion under this letter shall be met by the aforementioned entities as well as the head of the branch office; the participant shall also meet this basic qualification criterion both in the Czech Republic and the country of its registered office, place of business or residence,
To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit an extract from the Criminal Register pursuant to Section 53 (3)(a) of the Act.

b) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(b) of the Act are met by a participant who 
was not lawfully sentenced for a criminal offence, the facts of which are related to the subject of the participant‘s business according to special legal regulations or if such a sentence for a criminal offence was annulled; in the case of a legal entity, this criterion shall be fulfilled by the legal entity as well as its statutory body or each member of the statutory body and if the statutory body of the participant or a member of the statutory body of the participant is a legal entity, the statutory body or each member of the statutory body of this legal entity shall meet this criterion; if the tender or application for participation is submitted by a foreign legal entity via its branch office, the criterion under this letter shall be met by the aforementioned entities as well as the head of the branch office; the participant shall also meet this basic qualification criterion both in the Czech Republic and the country of its registered office, place of business or residence.

To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit an extract from the Criminal Register pursuant to Section 53 (3)(a) of the Act.

c) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(c) of the Act are met by a participant who has not accomplished elements of unfair competition practices in the form of bribery under separate legal regulation over the past 3 years. 

To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit pursuant to 
Section 53 (3)(d) of the Act a statutory declaration. The declaration shall clearly indicate that the participant meets the relevant basic qualification criterion required by the Contracting Authority.
d) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(d) of the Act are met by a participant the assets of whom has not been subject to insolvency proceedings over the past 3 years, with an issued  decision on bankruptcy or the insolvency petition or with a rejection of such an insolvency petition due to the fact that the assets do not suffice to cover the costs of the insolvency proceedings, or the bankruptcy was stayed due to the fact that the assets did not suffice or a receivership was imposed on according to special legal regulations,

To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit pursuant to 
Section 53 (3)(d) of the Act a statutory declaration. The declaration shall clearly indicate that the participant meets the relevant basic qualification criterion required by the Contracting Authority.
e) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(e) of the Act are met by a participant who is not wound up.

To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit pursuant to 
Section 53 (3)(d) of the Act a statutory declaration. The declaration shall clearly indicate that the participant meets the relevant basic qualification criterion required by the Contracting Authority.

f) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(f) of the Act are met by a participant who does not have any tax arrears in the tax records both in the Czech Republic and the country of its registered office, place of business or residence of the participant.
To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit pursuant to 
Section 53 (3)(d) of the Act a statutory declaration. The declaration shall clearly indicate that the participant meets the relevant basic qualification criterion required by the Contracting Authority.
g) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(g) of the Act are met by a participant who  does not have any arrears with respect to insurance payment and penalties related to public health insurance both in the Czech Republic and the country of its registered office, place of business or residence of the participant.

To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit pursuant to 
Section 53 (3)(d) of the Act a statutory declaration. The declaration shall clearly indicate that the participant meets the relevant basic qualification criterion required by the Contracting Authority.
h) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(h) of the Act are met by a participant who  does not have any arrears with respect to insurance payment and penalties related to social insurance and contributions to state employment policy, both in the Czech Republic and the country of its registered office, place of business or residence of the participant.

To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit pursuant to 
Section 53 (3)(c) of the Act a confirmation issued by the relevant body or  institution.

i) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(j) of the Act are met by a participant who   is not listed as a person banned to execute public tenders.

To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit pursuant to 
Section 53 (3)(d) of the Act a statutory declaration. The declaration shall clearly indicate that the participant meets the relevant basic qualification criterion required by the Contracting Authority.

j) Basic qualification criteria pursuant to Section 53 (1)(k) of the Act are met by a participant who   has not been penalised over the past 3 years for enabling illegal work pursuant to a special legal regulation.

To demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion, the participant shall submit pursuant to 
Section 53 (3)(d) of the Act a statutory declaration. The declaration shall clearly indicate that the participant meets the relevant basic qualification criterion required by the Contracting Authority.
7. profesSIONAL QUALIFICATION CRITERIA
a) The fulfilment of professional qualification criteria pursuant to Section 54 (a) of the Act is proved by a participant who submits an extract from the Commercial Register, if he is enrolled thereon or an extract from any other analogous register, if he is enrolled thereon

b) The fulfilment of professional qualification criteria pursuant to Section 54 (b) of the Act is proved by a participant who submits evidence of possession of a licence to pursue business activities under separate legal regulations to the extent corresponding to the subject-matter of the design contest, particularly, evidence proving relevant trade authorisation or licence,

8. STATUTORY DECLARATION OF eConomic AND finanCIAL ELIGIBILITY 
Pursuant to Section 50 (1)(c) of the Act, the participant shall furnish a statutory declaration of its economic and financial eligibility to execute the public contract following the design contest. The statutory declaration shall be signed by a person authorised to act for or on behalf of the participant and its content must indicate that the participant meets the requirement of the Contracting Authority. If a person other than the person authorised to act for or on behalf of the participant acts for the participant, the tender must include a valid power of attorney as the original or an authenticated copy.

9. technical QUALIFICATION CRITERIA
Demonstrating the fulfilment of technical qualification criteria

The fulfilment of technical qualification criteria is proved by a participant by submitting the following certificates and documents: 

9.1. Certificate of education and professional qualification  

Pursuant to Section 56 (2)(e) of the Act:

Scope of required information and documents pursuant to Section 56 (5)(a) of the Act: 

The participant shall submit certificates of education and professional qualification of the person/persons who is/are the author of the contest design who will participate as the author/authors in the execution of the public contract following the design contest (hereunder the „author“/“authors“).

Method of demonstrating the fulfilment of this qualification criterion pursuant to Section 56 (5)(b) of the Act:

The participant shall demonstrate the fulfilment of this qualification criterion by submitting structured professional curriculum vitae, certificates of education and statutory declaration of the professional qualification of the author/authors.

The structured professional curriculum vitae must include : given name and family name of the author, highest achieved education, overview of  professional experience over the past 10 years (in particular, projects in which the author has been personally involved over the past 10 years), the author’s own signature.

The statutory declaration of the professional qualification  of the author must include: identification of the individual designs (name of project, scope etc.) developed by the author, identification of the  clients commissioning these designs, time for the design development, data of the design implementation (if implemented), title (position) of the author in the design implementation (if implemented), contact person (align with the tel. no., e-mail, or any other adequate contact detail) who can confirm the information, the author’s own signature.

The submitted documents (structured professional curriculum vitae, certificate of education, statutory declaration) must clearly indicate that the author meets the minimum level of the below said requirements of the Contracting Authority for education and professional qualification.
Definition of the minimum level of education and professional qualification pursuant to Section 56 (5)(c) of the Act:
The participant meets this qualification criterion if the author/authors meets/meet the following requirements, i.e.:

1) University degree in architecture in the following areas: 
      Architecture, design, management of exhibitions, management of exhibitions
2) A min. of 5 years of experience in any of the following areas: design, management of exhibitions, stage design, architecture
3) Reference projects – over the past 10 years, the designer has made a minimum of 3 designs of a similar nature as contest designs, of which at least 1 has been implemented. A design of a similar nature and scope as the contest design is understood as a contest with educational content, entertaining exhibition, educational programme or exposition. The designer shall furnish a statutory declaration proving the fulfilment of this requirement made by the Contracting Authority. The financial volume of the subsequently implemented order for which the designer developed the design shall not be lower than  CZK 10m.

4) Reference projects – over the past 10 years, the designer has been the author of a minimum of 3 thematically focused exhibitions (has written the scenario), of which at least 1 has been implemented. The designer shall furnish a statutory declaration proving the fulfilment of this requirement to the  Contracting Authority
