LOAN AGREEMENT

(the “Borrower”)

WHEREAS the Borrower is organizing an exhibition entitled “Get Active!” at “ Moravian science Centrum Brno, příspěvková organizace” in “Brno, Czech Republic” (the “Exhibition”).

WHEREAS for the purpose of the Exhibition, the Borrower is interested in borrowing certain items in the possession of the Foundation;

WHEREAS, under the terms and conditions of this loan agreement (this “Agreement”), the Foundation agrees to lend said items to the Borrower;

NOW THEREFORE, the parties have agreed as follows:

Article 1 – Object

The object of this Agreement is to set the terms and conditions under which the Foundation lends the items listed under Appendix 1 (hereinafter the “Borrowed Items”) to the Borrower for the sole purpose of displaying them at the Exhibition.

Article 2 – Place and Date of the Exhibition

2.1
The Exhibition will be held at the following location:

Moravian science Centrum Brno, příspěvková organizace, Křížkovského 554/12, 603 00, Brno, Czech Republic

2.2
The Borrowed Items may not be displayed at any other location without the prior written approval of the Foundation.
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Article 3 – Duration of the Loan

3.1
The Borrowed Items are lent to the Borrower, under the terms and conditions of this Agreement, for the loan period starting on July 12th, 2022 and ending on February 4th , 2023 (hereinafter the “Loan Period”). Please see the Appendix 2.

3.2
The Foundation reserves the right to withdraw any of the Borrowed Items from the Exhibition, at any time and in its sole discretion, as deemed necessary or appropriate. The Foundation shall notify the Borrower in writing at least fifteen (15) days in advance of its decision to remove all or part of the Borrowed Items.

Article 4 – Responsibility for the Borrowed Items - Costs

4.1
Unless agreed otherwise in writing herein, the Borrower shall bear all risks and expenses related to the lending of the Borrowed Items during the Loan Period, in particular all costs in relation to the implementation of this Agreement (e.g. insurance premiums, costs for transport and packing, security escort, etc…).

4.2
All advance payments made by the Foundation to cover all costs will be included in two final invoices. The first, amounting to at least 30% of the total price, will be invoiced to the debtor before the installation of the exhibition, and the remainder within 10 days after the installation. A description of the Foundation's services provided is detailed in Appendix 4.

4.3
The Borrower shall pay a total amount of € XXXXXXX.- as consideration to be paid within 10 working days of the date of invoicing by the foundations. This consideration shall cover in particular the loan of the exhibition, the cost of preparation and packaging as well as the cost of human resources and logistics (‘nail-to-nail’ insurance, transport and taxes) as agreed.

4.4
All rights and obligations of the Borrower under this Agreement shall be performed in person by the Borrower. The Borrower may not delegate part or all of its rights or obligations to a third party without the prior written authorization of the Foundation.

Article 5 – Packing – Transport – Storage – Exhibition

5.1
The Foundation will prepare the Borrowed Items for dispatch in an appropriate and safe package and reserves the right to designate a packer if it deems this necessary. The Borrower has the option to examine the package before dispatch at its own expense and in cooperation with the Foundation.

5.2
The packing for the return to the Foundation of the Borrowed Items shall comply with the Foundation’s instructions. The Borrower shall in as much as possible use the same packing procedure and methods (e.g. boxes, packages, padding and other packing accessories) as used by the Foundation when sending the Borrowed Items to the Borrower.

5.3
Packing and transport conditions shall be as agreed upon between the Foundation and the Borrower in Appendix 2 hereof.

Should the conditions of Appendix 2 or the transport and/or the care of the Borrowed Items not be satisfactory, the Foundation reserves the right, at its sole discretion, to refuse the loading and/or the transport of the Borrowed Items.

In the absence of agreement between the parties on the transport conditions, the Foundation shall have the right to:

(i) organize the transport at the Borrower’s expenses; and/or

(ii) terminate this Agreement in accordance with Article 9.3.

5.4   The Borrowed Items shall be handled, stored and exhibited in compliance with the Foundation’s instructions, in particular, but without limitation, pursuant to the storage and exhibition requirements as set out in Appendix 3 hereof.

5.5
The Foundation will provide the services detailed in Appendix 4. These services will be charged-back by invoice.
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5.6
The Borrower will be in charge of providing the services listed in Appendix 4. .Please refer to 4.3 and Appendix 4 for more information on the total fee.

Article 6 – Care and Security

6.1
The Borrower shall take all necessary precautions to ensure the security and the protection of the Borrowed Items and shall follow any instructions from the Foundation in this respect. The Foundation has the right, at its sole discretion, to verify said precautions and measures at any time, including during the Exhibition.

6.2
Should the handling and security measures not be satisfactory, at the Foundation’s sole discretion, the Foundation is entitled to immediately withdraw all or part of the Borrowed Items from the Exhibition and require the immediate return of the Borrowed Items at the Borrower’s costs.

Article 7 – Insurance – Damage to the Borrowed Items

7.1
The Foundation may, at its sole discretion, decide to have its own insurance company covering the Borrowed Items, at Borrower’s expense.

7.2
As an alternative to Article 7.1 above, the Foundation may request the Borrowed Items to be insured by the Borrower at its expense during the whole Loan Period in compliance with the requirements set out hereunder. The Borrower may procure the insurance coverage from an insurance company of its choice, provided the terms of coverage comply with this Article 7 and subject to the Foundation’s prior written approval. The insurance value of the exhibition is EUR 200’000.-

The Borrower shall have to provide to the Foundation, at least five (5) days prior to the planned shipping date of the Borrowed Items to the Borrower, a certificate of insurance complying with the terms of this Article 7. The Foundation shall be mentioned as a beneficiary of the insurance.

Should the Borrower not comply with the above-mentioned obligation, the Foundation may, at its choice, either (i) have the Borrowed Items insured by the insurance company of its choice, at the Borrower’s expense or (ii) terminate this Agreement with immediate effect, all costs deriving from such termination to be borne by the Borrower.

7.3
The Borrowed Items shall be insured for the whole Loan Period against all risks, in particular, but without limitation, loss, theft, damage or any deterioration, on a “nail to nail” basis. Recovery values to be paid by the insurance company shall be no less than the amount specified under Appendix 1.

7.4
The Borrower shall in addition possess an adequate insurance coverage for any and all damages to property of or injury to the Foundation’s personnel, contractors or agents while working in the Borrower’s premises.

7.5
In case of damage to the Borrowed Items or any circumstance that renders the return of the Borrowed Items in their original condition to the Foundation impossible, the Borrower shall immediately notify the Foundation orally and provide the Foundation with a written report within 48 hours addressed to:

7.6   With respect to the evaluation of possible damage and the insurance claim rights, the Borrower shall take all necessary steps and measures to ensure the maintenance of these rights, such as seeking the intervention of law

enforcement
agents.

7.7
The Borrower shall not intervene on or repair the Borrowed Items without the prior written approval of the Foundation. Any repair or other intervention on the damaged Borrowed Items shall comply with the Foundation’s instructions.
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7.8
Reimbursement by the insurance company shall cover at least the cost of replacement or repair of the damaged Borrowed Items and the depreciation of the Borrowed Items, if applicable.

7.9
The Borrower guarantees that its insurance company has waived any right of recourse against the Foundation, its employees, agents and/or contractors.

Article 8 – Promotion of the Exhibition

8.1
The Borrowed Items may not be photographed, filmed or otherwise used (including reproduced) in any manner or form whatsoever and on any support whatsoever, without the prior written agreement of the Foundation. In particular, any use (including reproduction) of the Borrowed Items for promotion, marketing and/or merchandising purposes is strictly prohibited without the prior written approval of the Foundation.

8.2
The Borrower shall not, without the prior written consent of the Foundation, use or authorize the use of, any Olympic-related emblem, trademark, theme, logo, mascot or other designation. The obligations arising from this provision shall not expire on termination of this Agreement.

8.3   Any promotion of the Exhibition or involvement of a partnership, sponsoring or patronage by a third party in relation to the Exhibition shall be subject to the prior written approval of the Foundation, in accordance with Article 8.1.

8.4
The Borrower shall comply with the Foundation’s instructions in respect of care, protection and handling when photographing, filming or reproducing the Borrowed Items (if, and to the extent, permitted by the Foundation).

Article 9 – Term – Termination

9.1
This Agreement enters into force on (i) the date of its signature by both parties, or (ii) the start date of the Loan Period (whichever occurs first) and, unless terminated earlier as per the terms hereof, expires at the end of the Loan Period.

9.2
Without prejudice to Article 9.3, in case of breach of this Agreement by a party, the other party will have the right to terminate this Agreement with immediate effect, provided the breaching party has not remedied such breach within ten (10) days upon receipt of a written notice to do so from the other party, it being understood and acknowledged that all obligations deriving from this Agreement are substantive and fundamental to the agreement between the parties hereto.

9.3
In case of material breach of this Agreement by the Borrower (such as, without limitation, failure to ensure the integrity of the Borrowed Items, or to comply with loading and/or transport conditions), the Foundation has the right to terminate this Agreement with immediate effect, at any time and without prior notice.

9.4
In case the Borrower is the party in breach, the Borrowed Items shall immediately be removed from the Exhibition and returned to the Foundation, at the risk and expenses of the Borrower.

9.5
Any request to extend the Loan Period (and, therefore, the term of this Agreement) should be submitted to the Foundation by the Borrower in writing at least fifteen (15) business days in advance. The Foundation shall be free to decide, at its sole discretion, whether to grant such extension. Any extension of the Loan Period (and, therefore, of this Agreement) is subject to the Foundation’s prior written approval.
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Article 10 – Miscellaneous

10.1 Entire Agreement; Waiver: This Agreement and its appendices represent the entire and integrated agreement between the Borrower and the Foundation and supersedes all prior negotiations, representations or agreements, either written or oral, relating to the subject matter hereof. This Agreement may be amended only by written instrument signed by each of the parties hereto. All waivers must be in writing. No waiver by any party hereto, whether express or implied, of its rights under any provisions of this Agreement shall constitute a waiver of such party’s rights under such provisions at any other time or a waiver of such party’s rights under any other provision of this Agreement. No failure by any party hereto to take action with respect to any breach of this Agreement or default by another party hereto shall constitute a waiver of the first party’s right to enforce any provision of this Agreement.

10.2 Form of the Agreement, counterparts and signatures: This Agreement and any subsequent amendment (if any) shall only be effective if made in writing. This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original but all of which together shall constitute one and the same agreement. The parties further agree that, where the written form is expressly reserved by this Agreement, electronic, digital or scanned signatures transmitted by electronic mail or by any other electronic way shall be valid and effective between the parties. The parties expressly agree that they shall be bound by their own electronic, digital or scanned signatures (including the ones of their directors, employees, agents and other representatives) and that they accept such form of signature of the other party.

10.3 Indemnity: The Borrower shall fully and completely indemnify, keep indemnified and hold harmless the Foundation and, where applicable, the other entities part of the IOC & Affiliates (including their respective directors, employees, agents, affiliates and representatives) from any and all losses and/or damages incurred (including, without limitation, where related to claims by, or liability to, any third party for loss, damage or injury to persons or property) which are based or arises in any manner or incidental to any breach of this Agreement by the Borrower, including, but not limited to, legal fees and costs and other expenses incurred by the Foundation (and, where, applicable, the other entities of the IOC & Affiliates) . In the absence of gross negligence or wilful misconduct, the Foundation shall not be liable to the Borrower (including its directors, employees, agents, affiliates, and representatives) for any loss or damage sustained or suffered in the context of this Agreement.

10.4 Assignment: Neither this Agreement nor any of the Borrower’s rights or obligations hereunder may be assigned, subcontracted or transferred without the prior written consent of the Foundation.

10.5 Confidentiality: The Borrower shall consider the content of this Agreement as well as any information, document or other data given to the Borrower by the Foundation, or by any third party pursuant to the Foundation’s request, or that the Borrower has otherwise access to in connection with this Agreement (which shall be collectively referred to as “Confidential Information”) as confidential and the sole property of the Foundation or the concerned third party. Save as expressly set forth otherwise in this Agreement, the Borrower shall keep all the Confidential Information secret and not disclose it, wholly or in part, to any third party, nor to make use of the Confidential Information, without the prior written authorisation of the Foundation. The Borrower shall return to the Foundation, or to the concerned third party, any and all Confidential Information upon expiry or earlier termination of this Agreement for any reason whatsoever or at the first written request of the Foundation. The Borrower shall not, without the prior written consent of the Foundation, disclose, make known or promote in any other way its relations with the Foundation, including, without limitation, by means of advertisements in any type of media whatsoever.

10.6 Survival: The expiry or earlier termination of this Agreement for any reason whatsoever shall not affect the coming into force or the continuance in force of any provisions of this Agreement which expressly or by implication are intended to come into or remain in force by or after expiry or termination of this Agreement, including, without limitation, Articles 8, 10 and 11.

10.7 Severability: In the case that any provision of this Agreement may be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, such provision shall be interpreted so as to reflect the intent of the parties as closely as possible, to the maximum extent permitted by applicable laws. The remaining provisions of this Agreement shall remain valid and shall continue to bind the parties.

10.8: Compliance with applicable laws: The Borrower represents and warrants that it will at all times comply with all applicable laws and regulations, including, without limitation, all applicable employment, fiscal, data protection, anti-bribery and anti-corruption laws or regulations (some of which may have an extra-territorial reach) and respect the principles contained in the United Nations Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights.
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Article 11 – Applicable Law – Arbitration

11.1 This Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted in accordance with the laws of Switzerland, without reference to its conflicts of law rules.

11.2 Any dispute arising from or in connection with the execution or interpretation of this Agreement or breach thereof which cannot be settled amicably, shall be submitted to the exclusive jurisdiction of the ordinary courts competent in Lausanne, Switzerland.

Packing and Transport Conditions

Vehicles and equipment used for transport or handling shall be suitable for the specialized work required and, if required by the Foundation, equipped with security devices.

Should a vehicle and/or equipment used not comply with the Foundation’s requirements, the Foundation reserves the right, in particular, to refuse the loading and/or the transport of the Borrowed Items (as per Article 5.3 of the Agreement).

If required by the Foundation, one or several guards or escort will be appointed, at the Borrower’s expenses, to accompany the Borrowed Items during transport.

Transhipment must be performed quickly, competently and in total security.

The Borrower shall acknowledge receipt of the Borrowed Items upon their arrival at the Borrower’s premises and provide a condition report to the Foundation within 48 hours. Furthermore, a condition report will be provided to the Foundation by the Borrower before packing the Borrowed Items for return shipment to the Foundation. A further condition report will be established by the Foundation upon unpacking the Borrowed Items at the Foundation’s premises.

Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the following specific transport conditions apply:

A complete and detailed inventory of the Borrowed Items on the premises of the Exhibition, whether displayed or held in reserve, will be drafted between and in the presence of the parties, once before the opening of the Exhibition and again once before the repacking at the end of the Exhibition.

The Borrower shall not remove any identification tags or codes from the Borrowed Items and shall not be authorized, unless the Foundation has given its prior written consent, to add its own.

The Foundation may at any time have the Borrowed Items examined by an expert, at the costs of the Borrower.

The Borrower shall be responsible for protecting the Borrowed Items at all times against the risks of damage, theft, fire, flood, excessive exposure to light or radiation, extreme temperatures or variation of humidity, attacks by insect or pollution and in general against anything that can cause a deterioration or damage to the Borrowed Items.

The Borrower shall provide, in writing, upon Foundation’s first request, with all technical details on the care and security measures undertaken by the Borrower.

The Borrowed Items may not, in any way, be treated, cleaned, repaired, reassemble or submitted to any scientific examination without the prior written approval of the Foundation, except where such measures are immediately necessary in urgent circumstances in order to preserve and protect the Borrowed Items.

Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the following specific conditions for storage and exhibition apply:

· Relative humidity should be constantly maintained at 50% (+/-5%).
· Temperature should be constantly maintained between 18 and 22°C (64°F – 71°F).
