4. DEFINITION OF THE SUBJECT AND PURPOSE OF THE DESIGN CONTEST

The design contest relates to project no. CZ.1.05/3.2.00/09.0163 entitled Moravian Science Centre Brno funded by the Operational Programme Research and Development for Innovation (hereunder the „OP RDI").

The objective of the project „Moravian Science centre Brno“ is to inform the general public in an interactive form about scientific findings in a number of, in particular, natural science disciplines and other natural sciences, develop their interests and take part in the school and out-of-school education of children and adults, organise and perform methodical and research activities and publish the results in an appropriate way.

The subject of the design contest is the preparation of a design of the interactive exhibition (exposition) for the project „Moravian Science Centre Brno“ in line with Annex No. 1 „Requirements for the Exhibitions and Exhibits“. The design covers graphics as well as texts (see the Annex - Requirements for the Design Preparation). 

The purpose of the contest is to find the best possible design of the interactive exhibition and to enter into a contract with the winning participant in the design contest as part of the subsequent negotiated procedure without publication as per Section 23 (6) of the Act concerning the implementation of the exhibition (exposition) for the project „Moravian Science Centre Brno“.

The participants in the design contest who rank first up to third will receive the following contest awards, for :
  	1st place CZK 100,000  
2nd place CZK 75,000 
3rd place CZK 50,000.


5. REQUIREMENTS FOR THE APPLICATION FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE DESIGN CONTEST 
The documents confirming qualification (see the qualification documentation – Annex no. 4) will be submitted in a printed form, as one original, in Czech. Communication with the suppliers and all discussions of the Evaluation Committee will also be conducted in Czech. Documents confirming qualification shall be submitted in a non-transparent, sealed envelope with the name of the design contest  - QUALIFICATION and Do Not Open.

The QUALIFICATION envelope will contain:
· Identification data of the participant in the contest.
· Data and documents required by the Contracting Authority to confirm the fulfilment of qualification criteria.

6. TIME-LIMIT FOR SUBMITTING THE APPLICATION FOR PARTICIPATION, APPLICATION ENVELOPE OPENING 

The applications may be submitted throughout the time-limit for submitting the applications for participation in person or via a post delivery service at any time on business days between 8 a.m. – 2 p.m. to the place provided below. The time-limit for submitting the applications for participation expires on 8th August 2012 at 9:00 a.m.

The venue for submitting the applications for participation is the South Moravian Region, Department of Regional Development, Žerotínovo nám. 3/5, 601 82 Brno.

The applications for participation in the design contest must be submitted within the time-limit for submitting the applications for participation in a duly sealed envelope marked as defined in the qualification documentation.

The application envelope opening will take place on 8th August 2012 at 11 a.m. in the building of the Regional Authority of the South Moravian Region in Brno, Žerotínovo nám. 1/2, room no. 240.  

The envelope opening will be participated by the members of the Qualification Evaluation Committee and a person in charge of the committee’s administration. A maximum of two persons can represent each applicant who submitted the application for participation within the time-limit for submitting the application for participation. The applicant may attend the envelope opening via a person authorised to act on his behalf or he can be represented by a representative. The person authorised to act on behalf of the applicant shall present his identity card and a current extract from the Business Register not more than 90 days old. The applicant’s representative shall present his identity card and a current extract from the Business Register not more than 90 days old and a power of attorney signed by persons authorised to act on behalf of the applicant.


7. RESTRICTED NUMBER OF PARTICIPANTS

The Contracting Authority, i.e. the Application Envelope Opening and  Qualification Evaluation Committee will evaluate the applications for participation in the design contest submitted by the applicants in terms of the fulfilment of the defined qualification criteria. 

All applicants proving the fulfilment of the qualification criteria as per the specified scope shall be invited to submit the Exhibition Design itself.

8. TERMS AND CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION IN THE DESIGN CONTEST

The design contest may be participated by all participants who meet the qualification criteria defined by the Contracting Authority and are not excluded entities (see below).

If a design is submitted jointly by several entities, the design must contain a contract duly signed between these entities submitting the joint design containing an obligation of a joint and several liability of these entities towards the Contracting Authority and third parties with respect to any legal relationships arising in connection with the design, throughout the performance of the subject of the design contest as well as throughout the duration of other obligations resulting from the design contest. 

The design contest will exclude those entities who:
· have been directly involved in the preparation of the specification of the subject of the contest and the design contest notice,
· are members of the committee or the contest panel, experts invited by the contest panel or auxiliary bodies of the contest panel,
· are directly related to, siblings, husband/wife, direct superiors or colleagues of the excluded entities.

Entities listed in this paragraph cannot take part in submitting contest designs submitted outside the contest, either.

Besides this version in Czech, an English version of the same wording is available for foreign  contestants.
