Otherwise the
login screen is displayed.
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The module will react on data code “GetVisitor”. On this request it will display the login screen reads
the code and load the profile from the server (online status, otherwise is empty) and returns the
Visitor profile data to the application. This will not cause visitor to login in the client and no login log
for the visitor is created.

SecondaryExhibitDriverModule

This module can be used when the client needs to communicate with more than one driver. This can
happen when the client is connected to the hardware and 3" party application. This module uses
only WCF communication.

This module can have its own submodules for data modification. If there is no special code in the
received application data it assumes that the data are required to save to profile and reacts the same
way as the ExhibitLoginModule.

If “GetPicture” code is received the along with the module snaps the picture from the specified
camera and saves the picture to received path. Needed codes along with the GetPicture:

GetPictcture — required. Otherwise it will be saved to profile.
Path — required. If not present the picture will not be taken.
Camindex — optional. Specifies the index of the camera to use. Default value is 0.
